APICS CPIM and APICS CSCP designees must earn a total of 75
professional development points within five years of receiving their designation. APICS CFPIM designees must earn a
total of 100 professional development points in the same 5-year time period.

APICS offers certification holders a wide range of activities for achieving professional development points to fit into each
person's professional circumstances and his/her career development plans. Continuing education is among those
activities, and Skillsoft’s Business Skills and IT courseware libraries include hundreds of courses that may be eligible for 3
professional development points for each course completed.
